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Short Notes to Bidder
Project
1. The bidding is conducted by UNFPA China for UNFPA DPRK to ensure uninterrupted EmONC services in hospitals and clinics in the DPRK so as to reduce maternal mortality cases through ensuring availability and use of oxytocin for all deliveries, and that of magnesium sulphate for all pregnancy induced hypertension. Project name: DRK4R202.
2. ICB Number: 10BJDRK4R202CERFDRUGS
Bidders
3. The manufacturer can bid by itself.  The manufacturer can also bid through agent(s). If a manufacturer is to bid through an agent, it must be one sole agent for one specified product; the agents and the manufacturer will be deemed as unqualified if the manufacturer authorizes more than one agent to represent the same product on his behalf in the bidding.
4. If the agent is authorized by the manufacturer to participate in the bidding, the business license of the agent must cover the type of products it is going to represent; and the authorization letter issued by the manufacturer to the agent should be enclosed together with all other requested documents from both the manufacturer(s) and the agent.
5. The manufacturer or the agent must quote for ALL items listed under each ICB; Partial bids will not be accepted.
6. The bidder must hold export & import license and ensure all quoted items can be shipped to DPRK.
7. For suppliers outside of China, the suppliers must be able to export their products to DPRK; the Custom process and cost are on the supplier.
8. The bidder should read “UNFPA General Conditions of Contracts for the Provision of Goods/or Services”, which will be part of the Purchase Order issued to the bid winner. Please pay attention to Article 11 “Liquidated Damages” for date goods delivery.
Submission

9. Bids must be received by UNFPA Beijing Office no later than 16:00, 20 April 2010 (Beijing Time).  The bids will also be opened by then.  Any bid received after the deadline will be returned unopen to the bidder.  
10. The bid must be sent in a sealed envelope with “SEALED BID” clearly marked on the flap and the ICB No.(E.g.10BJDRK4R202CERFDRUGS) on the right top of the envelope. Bids submitted by fax or email will be rejected. 
11. The bid is to be mailed to: UNFPA, Tayuan Diplomatic Office Building, 14 Liangmahe Nanlu, Beijing, 100600.
12. Bid responses which contain price information are not admissible via facsimile, although facsimile communications are permissible when issuing information to bidders or for clarification of queries.
13. UNFPA may, at its discretion, extend the deadline for submission of bid by notifying all bidders in writing. 

Specification

14. The items, quantities and the specifications of each ICB are listed in the “Item List and Specifications” enclosed in the ICB;
15. Bids should be in compliance with the stipulated quality standards and specifications, if not, the bidder need to clearly state the difference and its influence on the function of the product in the Specification Compliance Form enclosed in the ICB;
16. Pharmaceuticals products must be offered in conformity with the latest edition of British Pharmaceuticals or equivalent pharmacopoeia, E.g., International, United States, French or European Pharmacopoeia. If the product is not included in the specified Compendia, the Bidder upon being awarded the order, must provide the reference standards and testing protocols to allow for Quality Control.
Documents Required with Bids Submission
17. The bidder should submit the below documents in order:
· Bid form (quotations), must be singed by the corporate representative and have the company’s legal chop, if it is abroad company, it can be only signed by corporate representative.
· Specification Compliance Form.

· Authorization letter to the agent, if an agent is to represent the manufacturer in the bidding for specified product(s).

· Letter of power of attorney signed by the legal person of the supplier.

· Product manual with specifications, including picture of the product for bidding.
· Bidder’s Business License and Pharmaceutical Trade License, manufacturer’s Business License and Manufacturing License, Product Registration Certification issued by SFDA,  product analysis report issued by provincial/municipal level authority etc.

· Copy of ISO,CE/CMD and/or GMP certificate of the manufacturer(s).
· Company profile of the manufacturer and/or the agent.
· Established capability and proven experience in the areas of expertise covered by ICB, for e.g., national or international certificates of honor of bidding products.
· Track records with United Nations agencies/organizations, other international organizations or multi-national companies in China.
· Audited financial statements from the past three years of operation.
Quotation

18. The bidder can quote for all ICBs or all items in one ICB which may include several items; The quotation will be deemed as invalid if it does not include all required items in one ICB.

19. The quotation should be a firm and competitive price, including cost, insurance, freight,  installation,  training, warranty items, etc., as requested in the ICB. (Delivery terms: INCOTERMS 2000: DDU)
20. The quotation should be made in USD.
21. The quotation should remain valid for 90 days from the opening of the bid.
Format of Bidding Document

22. The bidding document shall be written in English and Chinese.  Where there is contradiction between English and Chinese, the English version counts.
23. The bidding document shall be made in one original and one copy with exactly the same content, where there is contradiction between the original and duplicate, the original counts.

24. Each page of the bidding document shall be signed by the authorized person. Pay attention to the signature and chop. 
25. The bidding document for each ICB should be wrapped in a separate sealed envelop and mailed independently.

Bids Opening and Evaluation

26. The bids opening will be conducted by UNFPA.  All bidders are welcome to attend the bids opening as observers; however, up to the size of the site, UNFPA may not be able to receive all applied bidders for observation.
27. Suppliers should send an e-mail to UNFPA to confirm that they are willing to respond to the bidding before the bids opening.
28. The evaluation of the bids will be conducted by UNFPA, together with external experts invited by UNFPA. The evaluation methodology includes: 1) Quality Management Standard. E.g. the manufacturer’s ISO,CE/CMD and/or GMP and other related certificate etc.; 2) Technical Evaluation of the products. E.g. the specifications of quoted products meet 95% of required specifications etc.; 3) Financial Evaluation, including compares the quotation of the suppliers etc. Financial evaluation is conducted only to those suppliers who have passed Quality Management and Technical Evaluation.
29. The winner of the contract will be the bidder whose product and service are in compliant with the requirement in ICB, while the price quoted is the lowest.  However, UNFPA is not bound to select the company with the lowest quotation or any of the company submitting the bids.  UNFPA can also split bid among 2-3 suppliers.  Normally, this is to guarantee the quality of the product.
Purchase Order & Payment

30. The bidding result will be informed in writing to the winners and all the other bidders.  UNFPA will place purchase order with the winner of the bids by then.
31. UNFPA will carry out the Pre-Shipment Inspection (PSI) to the manufacturer before delivery.  Cost of PSI will be borne by UNFPA.  If the supplier could not pass the PSI, UNFPA will postpone or cancel the order. Cost of incurred Re-PSI will be covered by the supplier.
32. The delivery period shall be within 70 days after the purchase order is signed (including holiday and weekend).
33. To ensure the Customs clearance procedures timely processed in DPRK, the supplier should send the packing list to UNFPA DPRK and Beijing office one week before delivery; and send the B/L immediately to UNFPA DPRK and Beijing office on the same day of delivery. 
34. For all medicines, it must be newly produced with shelf life be three years or more.
35. Individual package is requested for each product; the packing should meet industry standard and solid for further distribution after being delivered to national consignees. Labeling on general description, usage, dosage, adverse effects, precautions and contraindications should be provided in English or Korean.
36. UNFPA logo with the sample shown as below should be on each outside package, the cost will be on the supplier:
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37. The payment will be issued by UNFPA upon complete collection of shipping document and the Receiving and Inspection Report (RIR) from the consignee and the supplier.  No advance payment will be made by UNFPA before delivery.
